I created this file so that each student in class could have their own 

matching game. There are three different sets of cards. Students can 

mix their cards with someone that has a different set to create a larger 

version of the game they can play together. 

 

Directions 

 

Divide class equally into three groups (A, B, & C) 

Each student should receive two pages of the same sheet/letter. 

Students should color (if you desire), cut the paper in quarters (on 

the dotted lines,) and glue them to construction paper. 

If you take a large(12x18) sheet of construction paper and cut it into 

eight equal pieces, it will be enough for one student. 

Make sure that all the students have the same color construction pa-

per. 

I give each student a sandwich bag with their name on it to keep 

their cards together.  

I have the students start playing in groups of two different letters, 

then I have large groups of three play.  

Each set is a game on its own, so students can play when they leave 

also. 
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
